This allows us to hear how it will 
sound and eliminates the eye seeing what is 
not there.
If possible, include a photo or two with your 
document.  Pictures help the reader visualize 
what you are presenting.  Include captions if 
you send pictures.  Captions tell the reader 
part of your story.
